KYSA BOARD MEETING 
January 14, 2009
I. Call to order at 6:38pm at the Kent Library.

II. Area reports
Treasurer – All fees have gone up across the board.  KYSA will keep the Recreation and Mod registration fees the same for spring season, but the board needs to discuss increasing fees for the future.   This will be discussed at the February board meeting as a priority item.  We are already looking at an additional increase from the state and most likely the national level as well.  An increase in the range of 8 to 15% would be realistic.  We may want to tier Mod to reflect no ref games.
President – A volunteer has inquired about the field scheduler position.  Wayne will have the volunteer take a look at the web based scheduling program and will get back to Wayne to let him know if he is interested.  The Fund Development Position is still open.  This is a very important position and needs to be filled as soon as possible.
First VP Administration – Scholarship request was made for a recreation girls U-13 team. A motion was made to approve, it was seconded and approved by board.
Second VP Administration – nothing to report
Vice President Competition – Games through January 31st have been scheduled.  
Vice President Development – Craig handed out a working document regarding the tryout process.  In creating the tryout process he is utilizing policies from the previous VP of Development as well as the current tryout policy.  Craig went over the document with the board and guests and explained this is not the final policy; he is still working on it.  Due to time limitations, Wayne mentioned having another meeting set for discussion on this issue involving the vested parties. The board asked questions about this document and provided input.  Teams without borders were also discussed from Wayne’s presidents meetings. 
Secretary – Motion made by the board to approve December minutes, motion second, approved.  Announced intent to have a General Meeting will take place February 11, 2009 at 6:30 – 6:45pm at the Covington Library. The purpose of the meeting is to begin the by-law revision process and election needs of KYSA.
Recreational Program Director – 82 kids have signed up for the spring season at this point. Don has several teams from many associations that want to take part in the spring season.  The question was asked if another association wants to take part can they register in their association then send KYSA the payment, Don said that is fine.
Modified Soccer Program Director - 217 kids registered at this time for spring season.  Several teams from Kent Parks and Covington are looking at participating.  Nicole is working on reaching out to find Sponsorship.

· By-laws – dependent upon General meeting outcome.  Will be a 2009 priority.
· Pea Patch -   Chris is working with TJ Davis with King County to try to establish grant opportunities for the Pea Patch.  The Pea Patch conditions will have to be addressed at the next board meeting.
· Field usage policy – on hold till later date.
IV. Discussion Items
· Kent School District –   Wayne presented options for us with regards to the KSD initiative for 2009; scholarship for a High School soccer player. This is not only for a KYSA player; all students who played for a KSD high school soccer team during their senior year would be eligible.  Nets, for existing goals at the elementary schools, purchasing a set of goals, purchasing FC Sounders tickets to provide to the elementary schools, or other options. Wayne asked the board to think about what they would want to commit to yearly, possibly $1,500.  Maybe, just a written commitment to provide what can accomplished instead of a set dollar amount.  He is scheduled to meet again with the Athletic Director for KSD and is continuing talks with the parks programs.
· Sounders - Nicole spoke with Eugenio with the Sounders regarding getting 2 sets of season tickets, this would allow up to give every school a set of tickets. The sounders are not able to donate or discount the tickets; but they will give us 2 seats on the field next to the players at the cost of $16 a ticket.  It would cost $1,150.00 for all 4 tickets.  Nicole asked about doing assemblies with Sounders for the schools.  The Sounders are not able to commit to that at this point but would like to put on a play day, Sounders camp, at a school for kids to attend at no cost.  The Sounders are very interested in partnering with KYSA, the kids and parents
· Field Scheduler program update – Tina Ostrander attended the meeting and went over the program she has created.  A suggestion was made by a board member to have the systems send the field scheduler an email if a team cancels.  Each team will be provided a login. This is for practicing scheduling, down the road this may work for games as well.  Tina is continuing to fine tune the program.
· Website content – on hold till later date
· Referee Initiative for 2009 – Wayne stated the purpose was to create a strong policy within KYSA that dealt with improving behaviors and developing stronger referee program.  He will meet with Scott Hatfield.  On hold till next meeting.
· Agenda was closed and Wayne opened for communication from the floor.  The president of SCFC stated SCFC would not participate in joint try outs or open try outs by KYSA, but would only participate in their own separate try outs.  Comments were also made with regards to Dosveedanya.
