II. TJ Davis attended the meeting to discuss the different King County programs available to KYSA to make possible improvements to Pea Patch as well as other field improvement options within KYSA boundaries.  Chris will continue to work with TJ on all possible options.  

III. Area reports

Treasurer – Laura went through current financials.  Board discussed possible changes that may need to be made in the near future.  Further discussion is needed.  Registration fees were discussed and new fees for 2009-2010 were set.
President – Chris Tetlow has been the acting Field Development Director, a motion was made to put Chris into the role, and it was seconded and approved.   
First VP Administration – Nothing to report at this time
Second VP Administration – Denise is looking for 1 page items for news letter.  Denise is working with Terry Husbands on field scheduling. 

Vice President Competition – Carol is working on rescheduling a game that was postponed due to snow last weekend.  Kent parks notified us that teams are over staying their scheduled field times.  Carol will either put something in the news letter or send out an email.  Any time used over your allotted time an additional cost is charged to the association.  We may want to look at adding an additional ½ hour to current time allotment.  
Vice President Development – The boys U16, U17 and U18 went well with the exception of snow.  Craig will get clarification on the U10 developmental program, such as how many teams?  The tryout structure used for the boys’ tryouts gave all options a try.  The tryout structure for May tryouts will be provided.
Secretary – A motion was made and seconded to approve the minutes from the February meeting and AGM.

Recreational Program Director – Don has 17 teams for spring season.  For games will need the U11 field and field #2 at the pea patch all day on Saturday for season as well as 1 Sunday in June.  
Modified Soccer Program Director – Nicole was not in attendance, Wayne gave the report.  There are two coaches training sessions, one taking place which had 27 coaches signed up.  Mod program has 500 kids registered for spring season.  The 2 sets of Sounder tickets have been delivered to the Kent school district which will be given out to the elementary and middle schools.  All teams that were in need of coaches have been filled.  Nicole is working with the Sounders to put together a fundraising event.  KYSA would buy a block of tickets for a game at Qwest field for $16 per ticket and sell them for $20 per ticket.  
Member Assoc. Rep – AGM has been moved for the district to May 5th in line with the state AGM which will be May 9th.  In the budget approved by the district the VP of development position was cut.  
Field Development Director – Under current bi-laws there is a field manager position.  The position is currently vacant Chris will work with Wayne to find a volunteer to fill it.  The position is an appointed, non-voting position.  Chris would like to create a field committee of 2-3 people.  Approval for this committee was approved by Wayne.
Field Manager – position vacant 

Funds Development Director – position vacant

Ref assignor – Scott is working on putting together a ref committee for behavior requirements of parents, coaches, player and ref as well as setting up a mentoring program. Scott will reach out to other neighboring associations.  The spring break referee class is full, with a waiting list.  Scott is working on putting together another session.
Terri – Dos team rep asked about name change that was requested at March board meeting.  It was asked to have the name changed from Dos to Dos FC Premier.  A motion was made, seconded and approved.  .AGM’s were discussed and the need for the association and its member clubs to ensure election dates were in compliance with District requests.  KYSA is currently fine, but the clubs will need to move AGM’s earlier than KYSA’s.
