KYSA BOARD MEETING MINUTES

April 16, 2008

Call to Order: 6:35pm at the Meridian Middle School Library, Kent WA 

MAR Report: District 3 is calling an emergency meeting to vote if District level GU-15 and above should move their season to spring.  All associations are to put in their vote at Soccer Paloza, April 25th.  A vote was motioned to keep the season of District level GU-15 and above seasons in the fall, it was seconded and approved.  Don has volunteered to put in our vote at the 9am meeting on April 25th.  
As mentioned at the previous board meeting, some Associations are not attending the District 3 and WSYSA meetings.  KYSA continues to be well represented.

Reports: No reports were available to be presented
Approval of Minutes:  A motion was made to delete parks information from minutes and approve the minutes for the March 12, 2008 Board Meeting, it was seconded and approved.  
Fields: The Port-a-Potties are now fenced and chained/locked up.  North parking lot, South entrance has a KYSA lock on it and can be opened.  It was suggested that locks are changed out yearly.

Monday – Friday, 8:00 am – 3:30pm, Metro Transit uses the North parking lot of Pea Patch for bus delivery; this has no effect on KYSA.
Don will follow up with Signs by Tomorrow on additional signs for the Pea Patch. 

Wayne will contact Gary Brown at King County to confirm they will mow the North parking lot for Kent Cornucopia.  Craig will check to see if they could mow more than one time prior to the tournament.
Mod Trailer: A parent of a player in the mod program has volunteered to store the trailer at her house and handle the delivering and picking up of the trailer at Petrovitsky Park on Saturdays for the season.  It was discussed to refund this parent her registration fee for volunteering.  A motion was made, seconded and approved. 
Mod Program:  The position of Mod Director is now vacant, looking for someone to fill the position in the next couple months.  Till the vacancy is filled Craig is acting Mod Director.  Laura and Don have volunteered to help out.  
BU-7 team had 5 players, 3 players requested to be placed with other teams, leaving only 2 players.  Wayne will contact Cascade and Craig will contact Auburn to try to place them on a team.  Two players are brothers, both registered late.  A vote was motioned, seconded and approved to refund registration fees and pick up new registration fees for the two players if able to find them a team to play on.

Fall registration – Craig suggested holding a Coaches meeting in April prior to registration in May to set expectations and get everyone on board for the season.

Seattle Sounders Event:  Denise will have the final numbers soon, but it appears this was the best turn out we have had thus far.  Various clubs had volunteers helping at the event.  100 kids participated in the clinic held before the game.  Top Soccer attended the game.  Denise is waiting to hear if we will have this event next year.
Future Fundraisers: Not discussed, will be addressed in a future Board meeting.

Scholarships: SCFC submitted scholarships for four players playing on BU-15, BU-12 and BU-17.  A motion was made to approve all four scholarship, it was seconded and approved by the board to have ½ ($72.50 each) of their registration fee paid for by KYSA.  
New Items:  

Kent Cornucopia Tournament – Lucy requested information be placed on the website asking for volunteers for the tournament.  Lucy will provide Wayne the information she wants on website.  Wayne will communicate with Kyle to get this accomplished.  
License Reimbursements for Coaches was discussed.  It was stated that at a previous Board Meeting it was motioned and approved to reimburse coaches up to a “B” license.
Laura has been researching for a non profit insurance policy, one policy to cover four clubs, including all board members.  This has the potential to lower costs.  Wayne will research as well. 

Equipment - The issue of providing Mod coaches with a coach’s bag to include needed equipment was discussed.  Craig is to follow up with Code 4 for a proposal for the board to review.  Once proposal received will compare with DTI costs.
Don brought up the medals given by District 3 for the Fall Rec. winning team.  Don motioned that KYSA do this for the Spring Rec. League winning team, the motion was seconded and approved.  Don will order the medals; price is $130 for 18 medals.
Program Guideline – Jill discussed possible changes to Bonzi to reduce requests for players/teams to play up.  Would like to follow the same model Kent Parks does, placing players based on their grade.  Jill will put all possible changes in writing. 
Presidents Notes: Wayne to work with Kyle to get a calendar up on the KYSA website.

It is the goal of the Board to provide every child interested the chance to play soccer.  Wayne is meeting with the neighboring associations to see if they have any interest in coming together to create a more unified soccer presence in District 3.
