MAR Report: 1) TOPSoccer- If anyone is interested in starting a TOPS program, contact Alice Russell (Greater Renton FC).  2) Girls Season – majority of the District decided to keep the rec/select season in the fall.  3) AYSA – Auburn has been placed on probation with the District, therefore denied the right to vote.  The District has written the state for support to deny AYSA a state vote as well.  4)District Rebate – The District received a ‘rebate’ check for $8,030 from the state for operating expenses; this year the district will be giving it back to the associations, the amounts will be broken down on a per player basis.  The checks will be distributed at the June District meeting.
Reports: Laura provided Wayne with current financials. 
Approval of Minutes:  A motion was made to approve the minutes from the April 16, 2008 Board Meeting, it was seconded and approved.  
Mod Program:  Three individuals had contacted Wayne with interest in the Mod Director position; two have since withdrawn their name.  Remaining individual Nicole Jensen was appointed into the position by Wayne; the motion was seconded and approved by the board.  Nicole has been involved as a Mod Coach with KYSA for several years and brings many ideas to the board for growing the Mod program.  
Scholarships: DOS submitted 4 scholarships and SCFC submitted 18 scholarships.  After review a motion was made to approve all 22 scholarships, it was seconded and approved by the board to have ½ ($72.50 each) of the registration fee of each player paid for by KYSA.  
Referee Aid: Robby Schuck has been selected to represent the District at Regionals in Hawaii.  Last year KYSA gave $250 to Robby to help with costs of his trip to the Regionals.  A motion was made and approved to give $300 to Robby to help with the costs this year.

Rec Fall Registration: Don said registration is going very well.

Pea Patch update: Don stated the sign has been made and will be installed.  Chris will get together with German to go over the duties of the Field Manager.  Wayne and Chris to work together on field development, Craig and Denise have volunteered to assist.
Field Protocol: Kent Parks/Kent School Dist. is interested in working together for field usage.  KYSA board is to update their field protocol; Carol to be involved with this.   

Budget Committee: The need for a budget committee was discussed.  Heather was absent and has voiced interest in being involved.  Further discussion will take place at June board meeting.
Advertising: Nicole brought the idea of having a parent at each school that provides information about KYSA at school events.  Denise is working on a KYSA newsletter.  
Update – Old Agenda Items: Fundraising- remind parents that they can make a tax deductible donation to KYSA.  KYSA is a 501c3 organization.   Some employers have match programs that may allow you to pick KYSA for your donation.
New Items:  Ewan Robson with UK Elite was present to provide information on the UK Elite program.  They are offering a soccer camp at the Pea Patch the week of August 18, 9am – 12am for kids 5-14 years old.  They also offer team camps.  The Saturday following the soccer camp they offer a free coaches clinic.
