Chris Tetlow/Field development liaison 
Pea Patch – we currently spend $24K a year to have someone mow. The County has ok’d us to water the fields.  
Chris met with county last year and re meet this week to discuss the Community Grant Partnership program to help develop the field.  The County would rather do a turf field than a grass field.  It is unsure at this point what we can do with Pea Patch due to the river and retention area.  We need a Geo-tech or Wetland test on the land in order to determine what can be done.  Until this takes place we can not move forward.  The County may be wiling to pay for this although there are no funds available until next year, we would have to put up the money then get reimbursed by County next year.  A rough estimate is $4, 000 - $5000.   
Current options for fields are: the Pea Patch,, Kent Schools (3 in line),  Kent parks –Wilson field and Petrovisky park (although park has lights the sand is not preferred).  Last option is to work with the schools and find any undeveloped land to build a field.   Board needs to decide what direction they want to move in. 
Jill made a motion to allow Chris to continue investigation in to the developing the Pea Patch, including researching cost of needed survey.  Motion was second and approved.  
Discussion took place between DOS Club, SCFC and members of the KYSA Board regarding consolidation of SCFC (boys) and DOS (girls) into one club.
