KYSA BOARD MEETING 
October 15, 2008

I. Meeting called to order at 6:34pm -  Absent: German Blanco, Carol Lopez, Scott Hatfield and Tim Allen (Disciplinary board rep)
II. MAR Update – no report
III. Reports

Treasurer – Laura - no foreseen expenses at this time.  Motion made to approve balance sheet – it was second and approved.
REC- Don said the season is going good. 

MOD- Wednesday Oct 29 - Meeker Middle School @ 7pm, Nicole is holding an informational meeting for all U9 and U10 parents, to give them an understanding of the soccer options available for their kids after Mod.  Jimmy Dunn, Malia Arrant, Don Pennington and Craig Fuller will talk briefly about each program.  
Remind your teams they must take the fields down at the Pea Patch, and place equipment where it belongs in the trailer.  Suggestion was made to post numbers in trailer for coaches/parents that may have questions while at the Pea Patch.  Also remind coaches that teams need to clean up after games as there is no garbage pickup.

President - Wayne has requested help from District 3 with parent/coach behavior.  Association would like to have a ref rating system of the parents and coaches, with consequences for negative ratings.  Possibly have the Association require a 1 hr class for coaches that would be required and need to be signed off the KYSA.  
KYSA is looking into providing a ref certification opportunity.  Scott Hatfield is getting information.  Further discuss will take place in the near future on raising the fees paid to ref’s and paying the ref assignor an assignor fee.  
November 8th the state is holding a constitutional convention.
2nd VP of Denise – The news letter is just about ready to go, waiting on one additional item from Wayne. In the next news letter due out in January, Denise would like an article from Nicole and Don on their programs as well as input from Malia and Jimmy.
Registrar -Registration for Presidents Cup is closed.  State Cup registration is going on. November 5th is the deadline for registration for the Commission Cup.  It appears the State is sponsoring a spring league for U11 – U14, no more information than that, it was found on their website. 
VP of Competition –no report
IV. Previous Meeting Minutes – minutes were approved by board.
V. SCFC KCC Presentation – want to keep it similar to years in past but extend more into the community.  See proposal provided by SCFC.  Not mentioned in the proposal is that SCFC will encourage their players to sign up to be ref’s at the tournament.  This was not voted on at the meeting but a vote was taken by email and was approved by the board on October 19.
VI. Subcommittee Updates

DOS/SCFC Merger – 
The following was agreed upon by both DOS and SCFC:

-KYSA should offer a boys PDL program 

· The PDL will no longer allow single gender programs, which is the reason for the discussions that have taken place over the last six months.  Craig and Chris have been working with representatives from both clubs over the last 8 weeks to come to a resolution to present to the KYSA board at the meeting today, October 10th.  After much time spent by all parties the two clubs were unable to come to an agreement.  Craig and Chris made a recommendation that any sort of merger would not be made by the deadline (Oct 10th) and asked the association for additional help. 

Mark/DOS President – proposed that DOS run a boys PDL program and SCFC continue to run their boys select program as they have in the past.   
Kim/SCFC President - stated he agreed with the DOS president, that DOS should be allowed to run a boys PDL team and SCFC should be able to continue to run their boys select program. 
Motion was made to allow DOS to create a boys PDL program with conditions created by the KYSA board The conditions set by KYSA that DOS must follow to be announced by the Nov 12th KYSA board meeting.  Motion seconded and seven approved – one opposed.  The motion was carried.
· Field Development update – King County – Chris – heard back from county, looking for KYSA to provide $5,000 of the $12,500 cost of the impact study in January due to budgetary constraints.
· Field Scheduling update – field policy – Denise is still working on this policy and would like to present it in December due to so many changes. Denise touched base with Starfire, they have stated they would like one voice dealing with them for field space.   Wayne communicating with Dave Lutz.  We only have one turf field, we need to contact our local representatives, council members and be pro-active on field development.
VII. Old Agenda Items

· Website Update – Kyle is working on, we will have a new website very shortly.
· Web based field scheduler – for practices not for games.  This is a big job and a lot of work has to go into it.  Continuing to work with KSD and Kent parks. Cost for Web based field program is $1,500 - $2,000 to put together. Would be able to lock it out so only certain can access the system, it would not be open for free for all. 
· Demographics report – discuss at next board meeting – most of kids come from Ridgewood Elem.  It is the number 1 school for KYSA kids – 115 kids come from Ridgewood.  
VIII. New Items

· Bylaw Subcommittee – need to revise the bylaws, Feb 26, 1978 is the last time they have been modify.  Will create a subcommittee and tentatively plan on a general meeting scheduled for January to vote on.  The Secretary must be given a 60 day notice to this general meeting.
· Mod Fields for 2009 -

We will add Eugenio’s information to our website.  Group rates and involvement in the community is needed.  There will be half time and pre game time for kids.  Every game will be televised.

Fall sponsorship is paid for Land O’ Frost; we can have as many sponsors as we want in the spring.  Look at all opportunities for fund raisers.
· Ewan with the UK International Soccer Camp – their summer camp was successful – good first year.  Had 36 players, all feedback from the parents they received was positive, he supplied the online feedback they got from parents.
