II. Area reports

President – In working with the County on the Pea Patch we are not able to bring in dirt due to requirements for wetlands.  The study that is going to be preformed should tell us if a cut and fill will work on the fields.  If it will work we would have to discuss what it would take to maintain.   Discussion needs to take place with the County about placing barriers that do not allow access to the fields to avoid a repeat of the field damage that took place in October.  We currently have three open positions on the board, Fund Development Director, Field Scheduler, and Field Director.

Vice President Competition – We have received field times from Kent Parks for January, February and March for the Wilson fields.  There is a big demand for the time at Wilson, any unused time will be returned.
