KYSA BOARD MEETING 
February 11, 2009
Call to order at 7:04pm, Covington Library.

President -

Tina Ostrander has sent Kyle Beta 1 of the field scheduling program.  
Terry Husbands would like to be the Field Scheduler for the Mod program.  Dave Lutz was given the link to take a look at the program for feedback.
Wayne to follow up on area across from Tahoma High to see what the final decision was in regards to what will be built.
Dave Lutz – due budget issues, they have tough decisions to make.  We need to be active voices.  We need to encourage involvement.  Information on the upcoming School board meetings will be posted on the KYSA website.  The first meeting will take place at Kent Meridian on the 24th and the second at Kentwood on the 26th.  There is an effort to bring community parks programs, the school district and KYSA into a meeting to discuss how we can work together. 
KSD initiative – we need to get KYSA info out to the kids at the school districts about KYSA.  Some time ago this information came home with kids. We will look for parents at the schools to put the KYSA flyers in the kid’s weekly packets or  in the elementary schools.  Nicole has school reps at the schools.    We should make this part of the fall registration effort to properly grow soccer opportunities for the association – as fields start to get handled.  

Congrats to FC Kent United Girls U94 who have advanced to semi-finals.  Congrats to SCFC 93 Fury and SCFC 90 Blue who are in cup play. 
Referee Assignor -   The last ref clinic had 68 graduates.  There is another clinic over spring break.  Wayne asked Scott about creating a referee revisions committee with the purpose of having solid standards for coaches, parents, players, and referees. Scott would start creation of the committee at the March board meeting.  KYSA has a good reputation in the district.
Treasurer – due to time constraints the March meeting will be used for fiscal budget setting for the 2009-2010 season.  An increase in fees is likely with a tiered system.
First VP Administration – Scholarship request was made via email for 1 mod player and 4 rec players.  An email vote took place, the scholarships were approved. 
Fall soccer registration will be May 1st through June 30th for mod.
Select and club registration fee is currently $145, this is subject to change.  There is discussion to create a tiered structure.

Second VP Administration – Denise is trying to get out a news letter in April.
Vice President Competition – We have received time for field time through March from Kent Parks.  Any unused time will be given back.  In March we will lose field time at Wilson for baseball.  Carol is looking into getting additional time from Kentlake High School.
Vice President Development – Craig has considered input from the board and parent forum in regards to the tryout process.  Craig will finalize the tryout and process and meet with the DOC’s from each club to go over tryout process.
Heather thanked Craig for taking into consideration all the parents comments.

KYSA will administer all tryouts separate and joined tryouts.  There will be no registration fee charge for tryouts. 
2010 LPT’s will take place July 24, 25, 26 and July 31st, Aug 1st, 2nd, 7th 8th and 9th.  Age groups and venues to be determine.

Secretary – A motion made and approved by the board to approve January minutes.
Recreational Program Director – Registration closed on Friday the 6th. 

Boys - U11 we have 5 or 6 teams.  U11 and U12 we have 4 teams.  No U14 teams.    
Girls – U12 and U13 we have 4 teams.  Currently we have 22 girls signed up with a possibility of 8 more that want to join for U14.  Don will work on seeing what he can do to make this work. 
Don asked about who the board plans to go with for pictures for the teams.  There have been 3 companies that have inquired, they are sending proposals for the board to review and determine what is best for the association.  Wayne will follow up with these companies, these needs to be handled prior to pictures for the spring rec and mod pictures in April.
Modified Soccer Program Director – Registration closed with 455 kids. This is an increase from last spring season.  Jill is working on the late registrations.  Nicole is working with Auburn to partner up the U9 boys and girls teams.  We would offer up the pea-patch fields for the games for the combined team’s games.  Still need to figure out how to handle the ref’s.   
Sponsorship –Nicole spoke with Land O’ Frost and they will sponsor us for the fall season.  She also discussed having them become a sponsor for the entire year not just fall season.  They review their budgets in the summer for the following year; they will look at this possibility.  Nicole will follow up.  There is also the possibility they may increase the amount of sponsorship to assist in growing our association.  Nicole has been working with the Sounders and there may be a possibility to have the Sounders game fundraiser with the reserve players.  Nicole will continue to work with the Sounders.
Member Assoc. Rep – Wayne attended the meeting for Heather.  Soccer Palooza will not take place in 2010.  They are going to revamp. 
To be a Sounders ball manager, must be 14 years or older.  ODP will be ball handlers for first sounder game.  After that they will start with a team from each Dist. 1, 2, 3 and so on…The district will determine which team will get the opportunity.  Adidas black gear only is the required dress code.

 District 3 is looking at some budget cuts.  They are looking at setting aside $3000 for teams that go to regional; this amount would be divided between the teams going.  A team will get no more than $1000, this is the cap.  Next month should budget should be final.
I. Subcommittee report
Pea Patch -   Budgets have been finalized for the county.   Chris will meet with TJ Davis next week to talk about the grants. There is a $12,000 cost associated with performing a field usage study.  There is also a possibility for additional $10,000 for field improvements. The county must have a field survey before they will put in money to improve.  They are willing to pay for the cost of the survey.  Chris will send an email to recap his meeting with TJ.
We can move the trailers where ever we feel we need to.  Will have to talk about were to move trailers.  Do we need two trailers?  Maybe we can just utilize one. Suggestion was made to move the steel ocean can to the middle of the field.   

Set date of February 28th to do clean up at pea-patch.  Need a power washer and plenty of volunteers.  Nicole has sent German (field manager) a request to head this up. 

KSD – the sounder tickets have been purchased, should receive them this week.  Nicole is putting together a packet to go with the tickets for each school to include a KSYA sticker, soccer ball and a few Sounder items.  Nicole will deliver these packets to each school.  Suggestion was made to have a picture taken of the child of each school that is awarded the tickets.  Although would need to have a photo release in order to do this.  We would like to recognize each school on the website. 
Chris will send an email recapping his county meeting. 

Field Scheduler – Wayne will reach out to Terry Husbands on confirm he does want to do it, and then will appoint to position.  We have to have this in place right away, for the spring mod season.  Wayne will provide Terry with Carol and Denise’s contact info to help him with any questions he may have.

It would be advised for 2010 to push our AGM back 1 to 2 months for better transition for incoming board members.
The clubs would have to move theirs.
Terri - Dos Rep – Dos is in the process of changing their name to Dos FC Premier. They are asking for KYSA to approve their name change.  Dan Drew was announced as the Boys DOC for Dos. 

The Mod academy they have scheduled for Friday has 100 kids sign up.

New branding is being discussed once the boys program is in full motion.  Board will vote over email on name change.

Kim – SCFC President – they will go to trailers this weekend to get KCC stuff out.  Kim said SCFC will cover cost for lights for Wilson for their tryouts, $25 a night. 

Wayne does recognize all the parents that have provided their input and comments.  Wayne reiterated that volunteering does not mean spending hundreds of hours, but encourages the membership to attend meetings and share ideas and make comments.  
Wayne recognized Bill and Sue Adams from the floor.  Mr. Adams sent Wayne an email requesting to speak at the board meeting.  He introduced the board members and the club representatives before he gave them the floor.  Mr. Adams provide all in attendance with a handout with his concerns, comments and suggestions on how to fix the Dos and SCFC situation.  He knows the decision may be tough but the KYSA board needs to step in and exercise its legal authority and make a decision that will benefit girls’ and boys’ soccer in the community.
