May 13, 2009
I. Call to order at 7:06pm at Kent Library.

II. Area reports

Treasurer – Laura – handed out summary report of finances. Motion made to approve treasury report, seconded and approved by all.
President – Wayne is working with the Parks department. We have added links to Kent Parks and Covington Parks to our website.  In regards to elementary schools, 4 in Covington area, we agreed not put our information into those schools.  KP – we can start cross mingling, that is being coordinating with Jay Hill with KP.  

At the State AGM it was announced that the League Placement Tournament (LPT’s) is not taking placed this year.  They will have a State League, waiting for more information. 
First VP Administration – Jill – registration is open from May 1 thru June 30th.
Second VP Administration –Denise presented the postcards that were made up to announce registration.  One correction is needed before they are sent.  Wrapping up the news letter, should go out soon.  Denise will check into advertising in the Kent Reporter and Fairwood Community News.
Denise is working with Meridian middle school to allow more teams on the fields at one time for practicing.  Maintenance of the fields will be taken care of by the association’s field manager once position filled.  Meridian middle school has requested we place a port-a-potty at the school to be used by teams that practice.  There have been issues in the past. 

Vice President Competition – Carol – working on field schedules.
Vice President Development – Craig – The following tryouts have been completed: Boys U16 – U18, U11 and Girls U16 – U18, U15.  The remainder of the tryouts will be completed in the next week.
Secretary – Minutes for April were approved by the board.
Recreational Program Director – Season is going well. 
Modified Soccer Program Director – Last game of the mod season is June 13th.  The Kick Hunger food drive will take place that day from 9am – 2pm at the Pea Patch and from 9am to 1pm at Petrovisky Park.  Nicole will send an email informing parents of this. 

During the first week of June, Nicole will take a day to put up signs announcing open registration as well as get information about KYSA out to the elementary schools.  Craig and Don volunteered to help.  

The Women Sounders are scheduled to hold academies at Kent Elementary, Crestwood Elementary and East Hill Elementary.
Sunday, June 14th is Girls Scout day with Women’s Sounders at Starfire.  A clinic for the kids starts at 1:30 and the sounder game begins at 3pm.  Nicole will hand out information about KYSA at the event.  KYSA is selling tickets to all Women Sounders home games. 
Member Assoc. Rep – Heather- from the District AGM - Stu Snow is District III Commissioner, Lucy Schuck is Secretary and Keith Vincent is the 2nd VP of Admin.   All district games will require player cards. 
Last year Robbie Schuck requested financial help from KYSA to cover the cost of his trip to HI to represent the District.  Robbie has put in the same request this year.  The association gave him $250 last year.  A motion was made to give Robby $250, it was seconded and approved.  
Field Development Director – Chris is continuing to work on fields.  The Pea Patch needs volunteers to help get it in shape.  Need to put down more dirt in the ruts. Chris is meeting with potential field manager at the end of this week.  Need to watch the level of the Green River as water is released from the damn.
SCFC report – Ron Webb was present, he is the new VP for SCFC.  
Field Manager – position vacant 

Funds Development Director – position vacant

Ref assignor – nothing new at this time.   
III. Other Items
Steering committee – Don will head that.  This is on hold till beginning of June. 

Bi-laws – The board needs to work on possible changes that need to take place to bring our bi-laws current.  Once we get the updates of the State’s bi-laws we will revisit.
FC Kent Select - Chris spoke of an exploratory committee that has been formed by select coaches. The goal is to unify the girls and boys select program, rather than have several coaches working on their own.   There are many benefits to doing this.  The select program would have one name, same colors and logo.  Teams that ordered uniforms last year will be grandfathered in and will order with the new logo and colors next year.  The idea is to have it managed by the association. In the future a committee of coaches, managers and parents will need to be created. A lot of progress has been made. 

Coaches licensing –

A motion was made by the board to approve the below in regards to reimbursement for coaching licensing, it was seconded and approved by the board. 

Under no circumstances will KYSA reimburse a coach for any travel expenses for any license clinic. 

E License

· If KYSA offers an E license clinic, the association will pick up the cost for any coach with in the KYSA association. 
· If a coach within KYSA chooses an E licensing clinic outside of a KYSA sponsored clinic, the association will reimburse the cost of the clinic upon proof of successful completion.  Copy of certificate and proof payment must be submitted to receive reimbursement.
State D and National D License 

· KYSA will reimburse coaches within KYSA from FC Kent Select, MOD, REC, Dos FC and SCFC when the clinic is KYSA sponsored and upon successful completion. Coaches only eligible for reimbursement one time*. 

· If a FC Kent Select or KYSA REC coach chooses to attend a clinic outside of a KYSA sponsored clinic, the association will reimburse one time* upon proof of successful completion.  Provide copy of certificate and proof of payment. 
*One time reimbursement example – Coach earns a State D license and KYSA reimburses the coach for the cost of the clinic, if that coach later attends another clinic either KYSA sponsored or outside of KYSA to attempt to obtain a National D, KYSA will not reimburse under any circumstances.

The clubs (Dos and SCFC) can choose to reimburse their coaches if they choose to attend a clinic that is not KYSA sponsored. KYSA will not reimburse a club coach (Dos FC & SCFC) when attending a clinic that is not sponsored by KYSA. 

C License  
· KYSA will only consider reimbursement for this license for FC Kent Select coaches.  To be considered for reimbursement, the coach must apply with the VP of Development prior to registration of the class.  If approved for reimbursement, 50% of cost will be reimbursed upon proof of successful completion. Provide copy of certificate and proof of payment.  The remaining 50% would be reimbursed by the association a year later as long as the coach is still coaching within the KYSA association.
· KYSA will not reimburse a club (Dos FC & SCFC) coach for this license.  Coaches would need to inquire within their club for reimbursement. 

A & B license 
· Reimbursement for these licenses will only be considered on a case by case basis and only available for FC Kent Select coaches.  

· KYSA will not reimburse a club (Dos FC & SCFC) coach for either of these licenses.  Coaches would need to inquire within their club for reimbursement. 

The budget will reflect these as line items.
Currently KYSA has an E license clinic scheduled for Aug 29 – 30th.  The association will continue to work on setting up clinics for coaches. 

As stated above under no circumstances will KYSA reimburse a coach for any travel expenses for any licensing clinic.

A request was made by 2 Dos FC coaches was made for reimbursement by KYSA for $66.67 to each coach for a D licensing clinic that took place outside of the association.  Since the above rules were not in place until now, a motion was made to reimburse each coach $66.67; the motion was seconded and approved.  

Guest - Joe Radosevic (a select coach) asked to address the board – He stated concerns with field scheduling.  He requested a field scheduling program be available to the coaches with age, then level of play being the hierarchy. 
Also requested was that teams should be billed within 30 days for field usage.  

Comment was made if we are not able to bill within 30 days the association eats the cost.  Further discussion on this would need to take place.
