II. Area reports

Treasurer – Laura was not present.  Treasure report was handed out to the board members to review and vote on next meeting. 
President – Wayne – Two individuals have expressed interest in volunteering to schedule fields for practices.  Wayne asked the board if felt a new position of “field scheduler” was warranted.  A motion was made to create the position of “field scheduler”; the motion was seconded and approved to create this position.
First VP Administration – Jill was not present, Craig went over the scholarships, 8 were presented, a motion was made to approve all scholarships, and motion was seconded and approved by all.
KYSA scholarships that are awarded cover ½ of the registration fee.  The clubs may provide additional scholarship funds at their discretion. . 

Second VP Administration –Denise had the post cards mailed out. She is still working on the newsletter. Field schedules for June are out and July schedules will be out shortly.  Invoices are done thru the end of April. Reminder that teams are to use the fields at their scheduled times only, no later and no earlier.
Vice President Competition – Carol was not present, no report.
Vice President Development – Craig- tryouts are complete.  An update on the Washington State League to follow soon, there is a 1pm meeting Saturday at the State office, Craig and Wayne will attend.  The latest announcements are posted on the States website. 
Secretary – Ran out of time to address May minutes.  Email will go out to the board for vote to approve/oppose.
Recreational Program Director – Don -  With 2 weeks left in registration, currently 85 signed up for fall.
Modified Soccer Program Director – Nicole – Registration signs have been placed out in the community.  There are still flyers that need to be delivered to the schools.  Brenda Gladwell and Craig volunteered to deliver the remaining flyers.  The Women’s Sounders have attended 3 schools for assemblies, the feedback has been overwhelming.  Currently 140 kids are registered for fall. 
Member Assoc. Rep – Heather- If there are any questions on the new State League email Heather and Craig.  Emily Schuck is going to the Western Regional’s. She has requested financial help from KYSA.  Motion made to give Emily $250, motion seconded and approved by all. 
SCFC report –   The South County Kick Off takes place at Meridian Middle school on June 18th.  KCC registration is going well.  KCC tournament takes place on July 9th – 12th.
Field Manager – position vacant 

Field Development Director – Chris and Wayne have been working towards securing funds to create soccer fields at Petrovisky Park.  Currently $850K is set aside for the development of Petrovisky Park.  We are looking for volunteers to make up a 4-5 person field development committee to help in the development of fields within our association.  We are looking for any local businesses that may be interested in sponsorship, as well as volunteers that have a back ground in construction, land development and any other field that may be helpful in field development.  All field options are being researched.  Chris and Wayne are working closely with King County and the architect firm they use.  Dependant on the cost, only 1 field may be fully completed with a 2nd prepped for completion; the goal is to complete 2 fields.  Chris will send Kyle information to post on the website.
Funds Development Director – position vacant
Nicole submitted a request to the Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation for $300,000 to help with the field development.  Nicole is working on submitting requests for other grants. She is meeting with an individual that works on the scholarships for Microsoft. 
Ref assignor –   Scott has no report at this time.
III. Other Items
Don is heading the steering committee; there is nothing new at this point.
Bi-laws are being reviewed, no new update at this point.
