KYSA BOARD MEETING 
July 8, 2009
I. Call to order at 6:37pm at Kent Commons.

II. Area reports

Treasurer – Treasury report for June approved as submitted.  Report for July was submitted to the board for review. 
A motion was made to forgive all outstanding fees for field usage for teams prior to March 1, 2009. The parties responsible for the unpaid fees will no longer be allowed to coach within KYSA; this was seconded and approved by all.

The association has had problems collecting fees from a few select and club teams for field usage.  In order to ensure the association does not continually have these issues a motion was made, seconded and approved by all for the following to be effective immediately:

All fall select and club teams, with the exception of spring GU 15 – GU 19, that choose to use paid fields, must make a $300 deposit to KYSA by September 1st.   For the spring GU15 – GU19 select and club teams choosing to use paid fields must make this $300 deposit to KYSA by January 1st.  KYSA will close out books no later than 30 days after completion of State Cup.  If a team has a refund it will be handled at that time. 
This deposit will be used to pay for field usage if a team does not make field payments in a timely manner to the treasurer.  Teams must communicate with the treasurer if there is an issue on payment.  Payment must be made in order to use fields.  If payment is not made, field usage will be suspended until such time as the account is paid current.  If a team begins practicing on a field that requires no fee then switches to a paid field the $300 deposit must be made within 7 days of reserving their first field time.  
KYSA offers Kent Lake Park, Petrovisky Park and the Pea Patch as fields that can be used at no charge to the teams upon availability.  Using fields within the community in which the association is charged a fee is at the discretion of each team.
Carol will send out an email to communicate with all coaches as well as have Kyle post on the website.
President – Currently we have a link to Covington Parks (Covington Community Sports) on our website.  We will begin posting the upcoming registration dates for programs they offer.  Covington Parks has agreed to post our logo on their website. 
First VP Administration – Via an email vote on 7/1/09 the following scholarships were approved 10 Club, 1 Select, 1 REC and 6 MOD.  The Scholarship KYSA offers pays for the entire registration fee for MOD, REC and Select players.  Scholarships awarded to Club players pays for ½ the registration fee.  There is a maximum of 2 scholarships awarded per team, Jill has confirmed we have not exceeded our maximum with the scholarships listed above.  Jill presented a scholarship request for a MOD player; a motion was made, seconded and approved.  
Second VP Administration – Denise was not present.  Wayne spoke with Denise and confirmed the newsletter will go out on Monday.
Vice President Competition – Carol has volunteered to pull the KYSA trailer in the KCC Parade, which takes place on Sunday the 12th at 2pm.  She is asking for a few MOD or REC kids that may want to wear their KYSA jerseys and kick a ball around while walking through the parade. 
Vice President Development – Craig - No report at this time.
Secretary – May minutes submitted to the board via email for approval in June.  The minutes for May and June were approved by the board as submitted.
Recreational Program Director – Don had a great spring season.  5 teams from outside the area plan to come back next spring.  For fall season there are 5 boys’ teams and 7 girls’ teams, still working on a few other teams being formed.  
Modified Soccer Program Director – There were 6,500 flyers delivered to the schools for fall registration and signs that were placed around the community have been collected, some were not recovered.  Should have 66 or 67 teams for fall program, which is a good turnout for fall season.  
707 lbs of food was collected at the KYSA food drive last month.  This was delivered the Kent food bank.

Nicole and Don will be holding a coaches meeting for fall season Aug 3rd Kent Commons for MOD and REC.  They will hold a meeting for returning coaches and one for new coaches. MOD looking for 4-5 coaches for fall. 

Aug 28-30, KYSA is offering an E clinic; currently 16-18 coaches are registered.  There are still several spots available.

Men Sounders Game – The association has been selling tickets as a fund raiser to a game on Aug. 20th.  There are only 20 tickets left; the website is being update as the tickets are sold.
Sponsorship Don and Nicole have 10 new sponsors. The cost to sponsor a team is $125 (MOD team).  The sponsor gets to pick the color of t-shirt which will have their logo on it.  We also put a link to their company on our website.
UK Elite has 18 kids registered for their summer camp taking place on Aug 18th at Pea Patch.  There is still room for more kids.  Nicole will send out another email reminding all of the camp.  

The association has been donating soccer balls to elementary schools in the Kent school district.
The Pea Patch trailer and port potty area was cleaned out; there was 3 hundred pounds of garage taken to the dumps.  We do not have garbage service at the Pea Patch, yet someone set up a garbage can and people have been piling garbage around for some time.  Nicole ordered 100 cases of paint for the association. 
Member Assoc. Rep – Heather was not present.  The district 3 meeting takes place on July 13, nothing new at this point to update. 
SCFC report –   KCC takes place this weekend; they have 220 plus games taking place over the weekend. 
Field Development Director – Chris – Met with D.A Hogan, they have a revised scope with completing one field, permitting for two.  Need to have a committee to oversee the development of the fields.  Information placed on the website regarding the need for volunteers.
Field Manager – position vacant
Funds Development Director – position vacant

Ref assignor –   Scott was not present.
III. Other Items
First Aid – 
In the Legislations last session the “Zachery Lystedt” Brain Concussion Law was passed.  This law was enacted due to a child being permanently disabled due to a head injury playing organized sports. A motion was made by the board to ensure all coaches within the association understand this law as well as general first aid limitations set by the state, the motion was seconded and approved by all present. 

Craig volunteered to ensure all coaches within the association attend a mandatory meeting and sign an acknowledgment regarding this law and general first aid allowed to be performed by coaches.
Photography Choice – The board discussed the options for photographer for the association.  The decision was narrowed down between Starr Photography out of Issaquah and O’Connor Photography out of Kent.  O’Connor works with the Kent Schools.  A motion was made to use O’Connor Photography and have a board member meet with O’Connor to put together options for packages; it was seconded and approved by all.  O’Connor Photography has said sponsorship plaques will be free and any child receiving a scholarship from KYSA will be given a free 8 ½ X 11 memory mate. 
Field Scheduler Position – 
Two individuals have contacted Wayne with interest in this position, Susan Hendricks and Joe Radosevic.  There apparently is another individual that has interest in the position but has yet to contact Wayne.  Joe has followed up with Wayne regarding his interest in the position. 

Wayne asked the board if making a decision on a candidate for this position could be put on hold until next month.  All voting members in attendance including SCFC representative agreed this needed to be handle now and could not be put off another month.  The board agreed on the below duties for the position.
The duties of the KYSA Field Scheduler for KYSA are as follows, but are not limited to the following:

· Work with/through the VP of Competition on matters relating to field schedules
· Set, plan, and manage field related scheduling for KYSA teams on a monthly basis
· Ensure that KYSA teams have practice facilities in a timely fashion to meet their team needs.

· Work with the treasurer on matters relating to timely billing for fields by KYSA teams

· Work with the KYSA board in developing long term field needs for KYSA

· Work with the Field Director and Field Manager on matters as they relate to field scheduling

· Act as a liaison with Kent school district, King County, city of Kent, Kent Parks and Recreation, Covington sports and Kent area youth sports on matters involving field usage
This non-elected position falls under the VP of Competition and is non-voting.
The individual voted in by the board would need to reach out to Denise and Carol as soon as possible to get things up and running.    

Joe Radosevic was present and stated we need to work with all groups to support all youth programs in the community, not just soccer.  

A motion was made for Joe Radosevic to take the position of field scheduler; the motion was seconded and approved by all members present.
