KYSA BOARD MEETING 
August 11, 2009
I. Call to order at 6:34pm at Kent Commons.

II. Area reports

Treasurer – Laura – Treasurer Report and 2009/2010 financial planning
Laura went over the reconciliation summary for August.  A motion was made to approve the treasury report as submitted with the missing deposit to be accounted for on September reconciliation; this was seconded and approved by all. 
Budgets – We met in March and now it is time to meet again to go over the budget for the 2nd half of the year.  Time ran out, this will be continued at the September board meeting.
President – Wayne – see “Updates”
First VP Administration – The association is just shy of being a 100% compliant with the concussion law.  Any team that is non compliant can’t be issued fields for use.

Scholarship requests - 3 requests for SCFC players and 2 requests for DOS players – none of these represent more than 2 scholarships per team. A motion was made to approve all scholarship requests; it was seconded and approved by all.
Via email the following scholarships were approved in July by the board:  2 recreation players and 1 modified player. 
Second VP Administration – Denise – not present
Vice President Competition – Carol – not present
Vice President Development – Craig thanked Chris for attending the District 3 placement meeting.  All teams were place where they wanted. Working to get U13 team placed back in district play. Caps score is the new placement tool the state uses to determine how a team does and where they are placed in the state league. 
Secretary – July minutes were submitted via email for board review and approval.  Minutes for July were approved by board.
Recreational Program Director – Don is absent – Wayne reported for Don.  14 recreational teams signed up for the fall season, which is 1, more team than last year.  Don reached out to Federal to find teams for a group of boys’ age 12 – 17, all were able to find teams.  Don has communicated with Kent Parks, if they have kids U11 and above looking to play soccer, they will give them Dons contact information.  Aug 29th is the field prep day for the Pea Patch all volunteers are welcome.  
Modified Soccer Program Director – Looking for coaches for a few teams.  Will send out emails to parents also let Carlos and Rose Marie.  

The Sounders fundraiser for the game on Aug. 20th has been very successful.  We only have 12 tickets remaining.  
Tonight the drawing was held for all who purchased raffle tickets for the Sounders vs. Chevas game.  The winner was Miguel Valencia. Nicole will contact Miguel.  
Coaches’ E clinic is full with a waiting list.  There are 35 coaches, 11 coaches from outside of the association. Nicole is working with the state on setting up registration in Bonzi for the clinic.    
UK Clinic is next week; Wayne will be present the first day to ensure all participants are compliant with the concussion law.
Member Assoc. Rep – Heather not present – Wayne gave the report. The district would like there to be 3 associations within district 3.  There is a steering committee being formed, we have stated the association would like to take part in it.  
DOS report – Carlos – Last week was the Dos tournament at Starfire.  Most DOS teams participated, it was a successful tournament.   
DOS has an upcoming fundraiser at ACME Bowling. 
SCFC report – Rose Marie– SCFC had a team win at the Federal Way Blast off Tournament.  WSYS has reached out to Rose Marie as a Latino business owner.  They have asked her input on getting more Latino kids involved in soccer.  Wanted to know about limitations on what she could do and what we have done.  Wayne stated KYSA has the KSD Initiative.  Suggested Rose Marie get with Nicole to discuss what has been done thus far with the community and that KYSA was willing to be a partner in any community initiative that was to the benefit of the Kent area youth and KYSA membership.
Field Development Director – Chris – Waiting to hear back from County.  With no rain the fields (Pea Patch) are lacking grass even with the seed that was placed recently.  The fields have not been mowed.  Chris will contact Cooper to see about getting fields mowed this next week.  Placing more seed may be an option as well.  

Field Manager – position vacant
Funds Development Director – position vacant

Ref assignor – Scott – not present   
Field Scheduler – Joe has met with KSD and Kent Parks.  French field priority is currently to Kent Knight’s football and KYSA.
We are currently lacking in fields with light, with all KYSA teams, including DOS and SCFC

We only have 3 lighted turf fields available.

Kent Parks field usage is up 25% from the previous year 

No time is available on Wilson until the week before Thanksgiving which puts us 3 weeks into the season without lights.  French is other possible, which KYSA has booked as much time as possible.

Carlos stated Dos U10 Dev 9 – U11 teams will play at pea patch if that is what needs to happen to help with the lack of fields.
Mod and Rec teams can use Petrovisky Park, PeaPatch and Kentlake Park

Joe will look into possible time at Starfire.  The PeaPatch needs to be used by DOS, SCFC and Kent United. 
KYSA will cover the costs of KYSA scheduled games within the KSD boundary.  If teams choose to use fields outside of KYSA they will have to cover costs.  Any fields scheduled within KYSA boundaries without notification to KYSA  will not be covered, and the team could face loss of field privileges within KYSA boundaries. 
Joe met with Tina Ostrander on the field scheduler program.  It is currently not usable.  Joe will send out an email to the board on the proposed changes that would be needed.  It will cost another $1050 - $1300 – this cost would include uploading on the website. 
**Update, this was sent out to the board to vote on moving forward to get this program up and running based on the cost above. The vote was 8 yes, 1 no.  One board member chose not to vote.
III. Other Items
Field Usage Policy – Joe handed out the field usage policy to all in attendance (this was also sent out via email to all board members as well as club presidents and schedulers on August 6th).  Open discussion took place regarding policy.  DOS commented their preference would be to keep all teams at one or two facilities rather than at several locations which allows them flexibility within their own club. 
Motion was made to approve the field policy as presented to the board; this motion was seconded and approved by all in attendance.
Terry Husbands is helping with Mod fields.  Joe will handle the recreational and Kent United fields.  Ron handles SCFC and Carlos handles DOS.  Discussion took place about having each in charge for fields meet a school to get the field scheduling handled.  This is not open to all, just those handling field scheduling.
Field Cancellations – King County parks charges half of the hourly fee if we cancel with 14 day notice.  Kent parks is happy we now have a single field scheduler; they have been gracious with cancellations in the past but want us to be more on top of scheduling.   

Billing for fields

May billings have been sent out to the clubs.  We are unable to complete June and July billings.  Have been unsuccessful getting the information from Denise to complete this, information was to be given to Laura first of August.  Currently field bills are being sent directly to Denise not to the KYSA PO Box.  
Rose Marie stated SCFC would like the billings handled in a timely manner.

Joe will get copies of bills from KSD.  Joe & Laura will reconcile with the clubs to get June and July taken care of.  All will work together to get this handled, if there are any discrepancies, KYSA will have to cover it due to the delay in getting this billed out.  The clubs will send payment to Laura.

Photography Studio – Nicole – plans on meeting with O’Connor Photograph in the next couple weeks to go over picture packages, once she has several put together she will send out to the board for input.
Updates – 
· Bylaws – This is temporally tabled, the State is creating a template. Clubs representatives were informed they must hold their AGM prior to KYSA’s AGM.
· KSD Initiative – no update at this time –Dos stated they have funding for two sets of goals.  We discussed Mill Creek and Northwood as possible locations.
· Phone Line - Motion made to remove the KYSA phone line, 2nd and debate occurred it is minimum all approved removal – Laura will handle canceling the phone line
· Bonzi medical/volunteer data – Wayne will send out email with contact information of parents that have stated thru Bonzi they want to volunteer.  
Medical – if parent tells us my kid has an allergy, they are assuming we have communicated to the coaches. Bonzi reflects notes, allergies or etc. The association needs to validate that we know about this.  This is food for thought, to be discussed at later date. 
Question was asked about the coach that the board suspended from coaching within KYSA due to unpaid field fees.  This individual is on a roster of a Kent United team.  Wayne will check into this.
