September 9, 2009
I. Call to order at 6:35pm at Kent Commons.

II. Area reports

Treasurer – Laura – Treasurer Report and 2009/2010 financial planning
Finance committee- Treasurer completes the monthly reports and this group will look at different sections of the budget.  This committee was suggested last year but it was tabled due to different reasons.  Wayne would like to open this back up to see if there are any volunteers that would like to be part of this committee.  

Structure for the committee – goal is to look at our budget, determine how can we better organize it and who should be responsible for these.  This committee would be our checks and balances.  Discussion took place to determine if this is committee would be good idea.  If decided to move forward it was stated it should be put into bylaws so it is carried on in the future.
Laura and Wayne are researching a company/CPA to perform a financial audit for the Association.  No later than November’s board meeting this will be in place. 
Board went over the September treasury report.  It was noted that June, July and August field times have all been invoiced to the club and teams and the June and July KSD times have been paid.  The report was approved by all as submitted.
President – Wayne – Kent Lake now has new nets, still need corner flags.  Wayne will purchase a set for Kent Lake.
An individual has contacted the association regarding 8 acres of property in downtown Kent to develop a full size grass soccer field.  Wayne is working with him to see if they can get this done.

Mariner high school treasurer stole $46,000 over that last 6 years.    

District 3 - Keith Vincent is working on a boundary committee.  

Wayne talked with Doug Andreason and Terry Fisher about the State structure and PDL changes while attending the King County Hispanic Chamber of Commerce Breakfast; they hope to have completed by December. 

By-law update – If by Oct 1st we do not have a template from the state, we will convene members from the clubs, select, recreation and the modified programs to create.  Changes will be made; we will hold a public forum to discuss proposed changes, then updated by-laws will be posted.
Wayne to provide update at October meeting on the coach may have had unpaid fields fees from last fall season.

A suggestion was made to the board by a member to refund a portion of the registration fee to kids that achieve a selected GPA (grade point average) set by KYSA.  This was discussed and decided that at this time this is not something we want to do as an association.  The association is currently focusing on the KSD initiative. 

There has been discussion regarding field maintenance of the Pea Patch.  Pending the outcome of the County’s decision on the Pea Patch, the board will be looking at finding a company or individual that is more flexible, offers more options for maintenance at a lower cost.  The board is welcome to bids/proposals.
First VP Administration – Jill – absent  
Second VP Administration – Denise – no report
Vice President Competition – Carol – September schedule is complete.  The October schedule should be complete by end of the week with Novembers by end of weekend.  
Vice President Development – Craig 
Secretary – August minutes were approved by board with the addition of “District 3” under the Vice President of Development report. 
Recreational Program Director – Don – Discussed use of nets at the Pea Patch.  Select teams have left both doors to North trailer open with nets laying out or not put back in age appropriate buckets which creates issues for the next teams using the equipment.  The rec program has 14 teams for the fall with 2 open spots on GU13.  
Modified Soccer Program Director – Nicole absent – Wayne reported. 
Picture update – dates for modified and recreational teams are listed on the website.  Select teams do not have a scheduled time due to game schedules.  O’Connor Photography will set up a time to come to the individual teams or the individual teams can come to O’Connor’s studio.  Craig will communicate with Kent United and Mike Coughlin will communicate with SCFC on the change to O’Connor Photography.
Sponsors – All sponsors we be added to the KYSA website as well as be mentioned in our newsletter.  This includes sponsors for modified, recreational, select and clubs.

Dave Perry is the morning coordinator for Mod at Petrovisky.
New goals for U7 and U8 have arrived for Petrovisky.  They are mobile goals that the coaches will need to put together on game day.  

There a few kids on the waiting list for teams that have yet to be placed. 

With the Sounders season over, Wayne asked the board to discuss if we wanted to purchase 2 sets of tickets as done this last season.  A motion was made to purchase 2 sets of Sounder tickets for the upcoming season, allowing the association to provide a set of tickets for one game to each elementary in the Kent School District., this motion was seconded and approved by the board.  Part of the funds for the tickets sales will cover the cost.
Member Assoc. Rep – Heather – District 3 meeting is this coming week.  Wayne asked Heather to check into the Marauders using Matson Middle school.  They have left garbage; they do not have a certificate of insurance and do not have permission from KSD, Covington Sports or KYSA to use the field.  KSD called KYSA as they had thought it was KYSA using the field.  Heather will bring up at the District meeting return to October’s meeting with an outcome. 
DOS report – Mark – Tournament results from the summer are posted on the website. U11 Boys won the Portland cup. DOS has an upcoming fundraiser, Bowling Classic that takes place at ACME Bowl on Sept 20th.  Additional information is found on the website.  
SCFC report – Mike – Mike has taken over the VP role and SCFC rep for SCFC.  Rose Marie has stepped down from the President role.  Ron Webb has taken over the role of President.  The website lists many teams’ recent achievements.  
Field Development Director – Chris – Pea Patch will be unusable if we get hit with a hard rainfall.  Suggests we have alternate plans for games up on the hills should we run into an issue.  We would need a place to store goals. Joe is to work on an alternate plan. 
Petrovisky Park – Chris has worked with the County over the last 6 mos to spend $850,000 but nothing has been done.  This has been escalated up the chain of command at the County.  In order to spend the money, we need to enter into long term agreement or find other places for field development.  

Wayne – spoke with County regarding the proposed closing of the Pea Patch.  They would stop community garden, picking up garbage etc.  Wayne sent an email to Ken Triplett, King County Representative.  Kevin Brown with King County said he will work on the Petrovisky field development.  Wayne and Chris are waiting to hear back from Kevin regarding Pea Patch and Petrovisky Park.
