KYSA BOARD MEETING 
October 15, 2009
I. Call to order at 6:38pm at Kent Commons.

II. Area reports

Treasurer – Laura – Treasurer Report for September was submitted for review.  We did not have a quorum until end of meeting.  A motion was made to approve the September report, it was seconded and approved.
President – Wayne – Thanks to Mike for volunteering to help with the bylaws.  Wayne met with the state.  The state has supplied a template for bylaws, and is working on decision in regards to PDL.  Conversations are still taking place; they should have an answer by November 1st.  It should roll out before tryouts.  Wayne asked the state once they have it worked out to please assist KYSA in meeting that structure.
There is a desire to geographically combine districts or clubs.  KYSA will make decisions for the best interest of the kids.  Questions were asked about size of associations, at the state AGM in May they discussed 4,000, 5,000. Majority of PDL clubs have less than 5,000 kids.  I will keep the board up to date on any new info.
KYSA uses Meridian middle as one of its fields.  The school district has 3 employees that maintain 44 fields.  This particular field is on the bottom of the list.  KYSA proposed to do field maintenance on Meridian field.  The district was open to it and supplied information on the required materials and where we could get it.  Wayne reached out Kent United to see if they wanted to work on getting the fields in shape.  Stan Gladwell has volunteered to coordinate the project.  The project could cost around $500 to complete.  It is a good investment. Many Kent United coaches and parents have stepped up to volunteer to get this done.  Mike Coughlin also volunteered to help.  
Fields – game schedules – Each weekend there have been a problem with games being changed with no notification given to the teams.  Scott has 6 refs that will not ref for KYSA for the rest of the year due to the constant changes that occur with our game schedules.  With these changes we have had to pay for fields and refs that were not used as well as games not having refs. It was discussed that this is not a new problem and has occurring for years to some degree.
Wayne opened this up to discussion by the board about the problems that have taken place with the game scheduling.  Fields should not always be a monetary loss, especially because of our own deficiency.  We have refs that are wasting their time as well as costing them money due to these scheduling issues.  Field information needed to schedule these games was available to the VP of Comp in a timely manner, but we are still having issue.  Today before the board meeting Wayne received an email about more games being changed, with the teams not being notified.  

Wayne sent out an email to all the Kent United coaches, and the clubs asking all to ensure your schedule match the South King County Ref Association.
Scott Hatfield is now taking requests from team.  Emails from teams to the VP of Comp are not being responded to in a timely or sometimes at all.  
If a game is to be changed the latest a change can be made is Wednesday before the game in order to give the traveling team the required amount of time.  
As an association we need to get this handled now.   A Tacoma Pierce association sent Wayne an email asking how incompetent we are as an association that we are unable to get games scheduled.  
Game scheduler (VP of Comp) must return emails in a timely manner.
Joe said the procurement of the fields is complete, practice schedules are done, and all that needs to be handled are game schedules. 
If Game schedules were all done at the beginning of the season, then you can handle the requests.

First VP Administration – Jill – absent  
Second VP Administration – Denise – no report
Vice President Competition – Carol – absent
Vice President Development – Craig - absent
Secretary – Minutes for September’s meeting will be voted on at the November’s meeting.
Recreational Program Director – Don – At the Pea Patch the left side door of the north trailer is being opened which is causing things to fall out and the port-a-potty is being left unlocked.  Don will send out an email to all coaches to remind them how to care for the trailer and equipment.   
Modified Soccer Program Director – Nicole
All of the Kent schools have been invited to KYSA’s community night on Wednesday at French field from 6:30 – 9:00pm.  A Sounder player will be present to sign autographs.  A table will be set up for KYSA to discuss Petrovisky project.  SCFC and DOS have the option of setting up a table as well.
Nicole will hold a U9 and U10 “life after mod” meeting soon as well as another before tryouts.  
U9 nets will need to be replaced.  They were damaged when someone attempted to fit them on the U10 goals; they were cut to fit the goal.

Albertsons has approved us to register club cards for a portion of money spent at the store to go back KYSA towards our field fund.  Working with Safeway to get set up, once both are set up Nicole will send out an email to all.
Member Assoc. Rep – Heather – nothing to report.
DOS report – Carlos – DOS just started an academy this week.  They will be holding a Mod jamboree in November and their annual December event at Starfire.
SCFC report – Mike – nothing to report.
Field Development Director – Chris – Met with county today for couple hours.  A month ago the maintenance head for King County said the Pea Patch field has deteriorated over the last 10- 15 years.  In process of doing a study on the field, looking at a 5 year short term agreement with the county, if something can been done with PP, we will sign a long term (30 year) agreement with the county.  The county would continue to handle parking.  The turf regiment and soil study will determine if we can do anything with the field. DOE will determine water possibilities based on study of current well.  If we move forward we would shut the field down, this is probably a year out.
Petrovisky field – we currently have $750,000 from the State and $100,000 which DOS has secured.  The architect, DA Hogan says it will cost $1.7 million to convert both fields to turf.  We have discussed to get a short term lease (5 yrs) with the county.  County will look at a 10 yr lease which will allow a reduced rate.  This will be looked at in January.  We have asked for completion of 1 field by 2010.  Once a plan is laid out for the fields, we will talk to the county about sponsorship & fundraising opportunities & fundraising about getting the 2nd field completed.  County is not interested in prepping the 2nd field with grass.  Thanks to King County Commissioners, Reagan Dunn’s and Julia Patterson’s offices, who helped us get this moving again with the county.
Improvements to both Pea Patch and Petrovisky must be voted on by the County council group.  Council votes in November.  If the council vote is no, we will not have the Pea Patch property as of Jan 1st, 2010.    

Scott Henry MML – submitted proposal for field maintenance for the Pea Patch field.  They are qualified to do athletic renovations.  They completed the Franklin Pierce softball fields.  Currently we are paying $24,000 to have the Pea Patch mowed.  We would like to look into after decisions are made on long term use of Pea Patch.
Field Manager – position vacant
Funds Development Director – position vacant

Ref assignor – Scott – absent  
Field Scheduler – Joe – SCFC had a misunderstanding with scheduling practice field time.  Joe has rectified the situation by moving some time around and securing additional time at French field. 
With this miscommunication came a few inappropriate emails from members of the club(s).  Wayne communicated with both clubs that if he receives another statement from any member that uses inflammatory language or is accusing the KYSA board of playing favorites, being incompetent or retaliating for some past issue by the KYSA board, he will bring in the state & or district to settle the issue.
