· Tryouts – addressed under VP of Development
A draft (working document, not finalized) has been circulated by the State regarding the format of seamless soccer and the premier league.  It should be noted the bulk of what is contained in this document has been around since January and all association presidents were presented with information at the AGM in January.  
With the proposed changes the existing clubs would not be totally association based.  The State would oversee part of the clubs.
KYSA needs to review our select program and determine what should have to be changed.  Hypothetical conversations took place on format of Kent United and SCFC, and how a premier league club would work under our model.
