Scheduling coaching trainings – State has taken over all coaching training. 

Associations will no longer be able to host trainings that we charge for. State will handle all registration and fees.  Each district has a facilitator to schedule these clinics.  Malia is our district facilitator.
Nicole is concerned with the first aid knowledge of coaches.  
Spoke with group EMT’s and firefighters to offer classes. 

65 –70 person class for first aid training would run $1,400

Same size class for first aid and CPR training would run $1600 
Training certification is good for 2 years
