Area reports

Treasurer – Laura – 
Treasury report submitted to board for review (dated March 10th). 

No changes to treasury report, approved.
January treasury report was approved as well.

Laura requested a stop payment on a check with Bank of America (B of A), B of A placed a stop payment on the wrong check number.  The result of this error was $1500 in bounced check fees for referee checks charged by the bank which the ref checks were written off.  B of A apologized for this refusing to reimburse the fees charge by the other bank to the association.  Wayne and Laura will pursue getting the mistake corrected and reimbursed for the fees.
President – Wayne – 
Sarah Sweetser, a PE teacher at Kent Elementary has been a huge supporter of KYSA.  

WYS, KYSA and Sarah have put together an eight week soccer program after school for kids that were interested at no cost to the families.  There was only room for 30 kids, yet 130 kids signed up.  Sarah made room for all.  Malia Arrant and Dan Drew, DOS FC directors of coaching, volunteered time to run the after school program.  An article in Kent reporter stated, Sarah walks 50 kids home each week; this allows those kids to participate whose parents are not able to pick up their kids at 4:30. 
Sarah, Malia and Dan’s efforts have been truly amazing and have made a difference to many families in our community.  It was suggested to make Sara the KYSA Community Volunteer for 2009-10. 
Question was asked: after the 8 week program is complete what happens?

Wayne is waiting to hear back from the state to answer insurance questions.  Neely – O’Brien Elementary is within walking distance from Kent Elementary – looking into creating an intramural program between the two schools.  KYSA will work with Washington Youth.

A motion was made to move forward with working with the two schools to set this program up.  If the state will not cover the insurance, we will find outside sponsorship to cover fees and insurance costs.  Motion was 2nd and approved by all.

60 teams, no coaches needed.
180 new kids registered for spring Mod season
Land O’ Frost will not be on spring season shirts, they sponsored fall season.

Using a new company for equipment - same quality, significantly lower cost.
Week of Aug 23rd-  UK Elite summer camp will be held at Kentridge High School from 5pm to 8pm

Sounders tickets are now available for 3 games.  These games are posted on KYSA website. We have 100 tickets for each game.  All games are sold out. KYSA paid $16 per ticket; we are selling the tickets for face value $25.  If the association has any remaining tickets we can flip to the next game. Sounders are holding a limited number of association nights this year.  KYSA will get a personal appearance by Sounders at an event to be determined.  The association will make $2700 over and above costs.
Expect to receive season tickets this week.  Nicole will get these out to the schools. Some schools did not follow through last year.  Wayne will go to a school board meeting to let them know about the Sounder tickets which the association is donating.  
First aid classes are available.  Cost is $25 per person and will be offered to all coaches – Mod, Rec and clubs.  Nicole will schedule and take care of collecting payments.   Completion of class provides a 2 yr first aid and cpr card.  All were in agreement for Nicole to move forward.
Fundraiser – kicked off Albertson fundraiser – KYSA receives 6% of every purchase when Albertson club card is registered KYSA’s number.  Albertsons will cut a check quarterly to KYSA; funds will go into the field account.
