Upcoming Pea Patch work party on May 16th, email to go out to all membership in the next couple weeks asking for volunteers.  The south trailer needs to be removed; we may need to pay to have it done.  Further research needed.
Petrovisky Park – we are working on a community grant program agreement with King County for $100,000. We have the field studies being conducted at the site and should have results back by mid May, if positive, hope is the project will be under $1.4 million. If so, we can look into a loan from WYS and get a matching amount from King County 
This park is not within the Renton annexation agreement with King County should Fairwood annex into Renton.
Pea Patch – this field will never be turfed and large amounts of soil cannot be brought in.  We are receiving a 30 year field usage agreement from the county.  If Kent annexed the pea patch we would be grandfathered in with the 30 yr agreement.  The county has stated they fix the pot holes in the parking lots, the lights and have added eco blocks.  KYSA will do a well assessment to see if we can water the fields.  King County has dedicated $15,000 towards the development process for the pea patch to go with the $10,000 already set aside by KYSA back in the 2008 budget.

Updated bylaws have been given to all board members to review and comment/make changes etc.  All to get back to Wayne with feedback asap.
